Public Participation
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Interviews and surveys

Meetings with key persons

Meetings with community key persons can provide 

useful ideas regarding the possibilities and ways for 

implementing the project.

Formal and informal meetings with key persons are 

essential elements of any programme of public par-

ticipation. Interviews must be conducted right after 

the target groups are identified, because information 

about the willingness to be involved in the process 

should be taken into consideration while preparing the 

PP plan.

Interviews serve as the most useful and quick means 

for clarifying the interested parties, understanding the 

main concerns and finding solutions. The question-

ing of the leaders of the local area, NGOs, scientists 

and specialists provides an excellent possibility for 

understanding the political and cultural bottlenecks 

and useful ideas regarding the possibilities and ways 

for implementing the project.

It is essential to know that:

• Before the interview, an overview of the planning 

process must be given and the purpose of the 

interview and importance of the feedback must be 

clarified.

• Interviews must be conducted by a person with 

special experience and training, and who is well 

aware of the facts concerning the project.

• The person asking questions must be a good lis-

tener with an interest in the subject.

• One should interview organisations and private 

persons with different views, and not just those 

parties who favour the project.

• The person who is interviewed should receive 

information on a regular basis detailing the prog-

ress of the project and then should offer possi-

bilities for future co-operation (conducting a public 

meeting, etc.)

• Information received from the interview is not for 

public use.

During the interview there must be clarification: 

• do people see in the planning activity any jeopardy 

to their usual lifestyle, health, the common good, or, 

for example, the economic growth in a local area

• what kind of challenges and possibilities are seen 

through the planning activities for a local commu-

nity

• how do different parts pay attention to the activity; 

are they interested in co-operation, and if so, then 

in what form

• does the media cover the activities in a compre-

hensive and adequate way, and do they believe that 

the media has the power to change things

• how many community members feel that they are 

directly affected by the activities

Questionnaires

Questionnaires are used for getting an idea about 

public attitudes and feelings, and clarifying the view-

points of the region on the basis of a selected group of 

people. The questions may be asked over the phone, 

on a web site (especially when people want to remain 

anonymous), by sending a letter, or interviewing single 

persons or small groups. 

The best results can be obtained from interviews with 

single persons and small groups where you can expect 

that a maximum of 10 per cent of the letters will be 

answered.

The main stages when using questionnaires as a 

gauge are: 

• Decide how to use the information, how to fit it into 

the cycle of the decision-making or implementa-

tion of the project.

• Check if any other organisation is collecting/has 

collected the same type of data.

• Check if you need permission to send out a ques-

tionnaire. If this is the case, you might need to 

allocate additional time to obtain permission.

• The drafting of questionnaires needs to be con-

ducted by a person who has special experience or 

training to guarantee that:

– a representative choice of people are ques-

tioned;

– the selection of questions is relevant;

– the questions are impartial.

If there are no such persons in your organisation, 

you should employ one from an enterprise that does 

market research.

Before posing questions to a large number of par-

ticipants, a sampling of questions should be tested 

among a representative group of inhabitants, thereby 

ensuring that the questions are clearly understood.

At least 100 replies in each category are necessary 

to make a reliable analysis. The analysis should be 

carried out using various statistical methods.

Opinion polls

Opinion polls to clarify the public's viewpoint are the 

next method for measuring public opinion, conducted 

by trained personnel who will pose the same questions 

in the same order at each interview. Questioning may 
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be done personally or by phone. The written question-

naire is usually filled in by the person questioned, but 

in the case of a public opinion poll, the person asking 

the questions writes down the answers. 

The questions should be clear, impartial and struc-

tured so as to obtain the necessary information. Cer-

tain standards exist on how many people (at least 100) 

should be chosen from the public to achieve a certain 

level of reliability (this means the numbers should 

be exactly plus or minus 5 per cent). Reliability can 

increase by increasing the number of respondents.

It is necessary to have experience and skills in market 

research to compile a good questionnaire. The ques-

tionnaire must not be too long. It should be impartial. 

It would be useful to include a section where the 

respondents could present their own viewpoints on 

the project. The following should be kept in mind:

Formulate open questions, for example, “give your 

opinion on the following alternatives”, and do not make 

them rank the alternatives (into one line) according to 

their preferences.

Try to avoid questions on quantitative estimations; 

people do not like to answer these and they leave the 

questionnaire unfinished.

Show clearly that answering is not compulsory and 

is just one possibility for public participation in deci-

sion-making (in addition to writing letters or attending 

meetings).

Focus groups

Focus groups are a market research technique that 

was developed as an alternative to expensive survey 

research techniques. Focus groups are open-ended 

discussions in small groups, with as few as four 

people, and up to maximum of around 10, regard-

ing a particular project or decision. Focus groups 

might either consist of a number of randomly selected 

individuals, all from the same target group — such 

as farmers, fishermen, factory workers, women with 

children — or cross-cutting groups from a number of 

different target groups.

The discussion group is led by a moderator who is 

skilled in prompting the conversation and drawing 

out the comments and reactions of significance. The 

same moderator should facilitate all the groups and 

then prepare a report summarising what was said by 

which parties.

The concept of focus groups can be applied to most 

situations where public reaction is sought. For instance, 

a series of focus groups might be used to anticipate a 

community reaction to a proposed project or proposal. 

The information drawn from the focus groups will 

help you decide whether the reaction is likely to be so 

negative that it is not worth proceeding, or respond to 

local concerns and make the proposal acceptable.

Public meetings

Public hearing

A public hearing is a formal public meeting usually 

associated with a legal process, such as the presenta-

tion of an environmental impact statement, or plan-

ning or permit submission to a competent authority. 

A public hearing:

• provides an opportunity to make a formal presen-

tation to the interest public, and 

• gives the public an opportunity to respond directly 

and immediately with questions and comments. 

The public hearing includes a mixture of activities, 

such as formal presentations by invited speakers, 

overall discussions, and question and answer ses-

sions. 

The event is open to the interested public.

Usually the local authority, which is responsible for the 

public hearing, puts together the agenda, invites the 

people and chairs the event. If necessary, the chairing 

can also be done by a neutral party.

There will be a public record that may be made from a 

tape recording. 

Participant’s statements are often accompanied by 

written submissions.

A panel of representatives from the authority and a 

chair are established to hear submissions from the 

public. 

The types of hearings could include:

• Start-up hearings: These are useful ways of gath-

ering information that may be used in designating 

the project. They also give the competent planning 

authority the chance to inform the public of the 

background, intention and possible consequences 

of the forthcoming plan.

• Consultation hearings: These are often used when 

alternatives are proposed and highlight how public 

concerns have been taken into account. Appropri-

ate background material should be provided in 

advance.

• Resolution hearings. These are held just before a 

decision to grant a permit is made. They are rel-

evant when there is a high degree of conflict.

A public hearing is not a decision-making forum. A 

seminar is designed to explore issues and develop 

ideas for consideration in other stages of the public 

participation process.
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There are a number of important considerations to 

keep in mind when organising a public meeting:

• Identify the people you will need to invite and 

send them a message or notification in any other 

way. Experts or representatives of particular dis-

ciplines or interests may be invited to serve as 

resource people.

• Select a suitable, accessible meeting place, 
such as a school, library, community hall or hotel, 

depending on the preferences of the target group. 

Make sure that the venue is sufficiently flexible to 

cope with either a lower or higher turnout than 

expected.

• Select an effective chairperson, since their 

role is extremely important to the success of the 

meeting. The chairperson requires excellent com-

munication skills and may either be someone from 

your own organisation or a neutral party. Inviting 

a respected member of the community may be an 

important element in the success of the meeting.

• Define the objectives and desired outcomes 

and develop an agenda which should include:

– introductions,

– presentations, 

– discussion sessions, and 

– a summary of the meeting (made by the chair-

person).

The summary must also include the identification of 

the next steps in the public participation programme.

• Practice a presentation, anticipate questions 
and rehearse answers.

• Prepare written materials for distribution.

• Set up of meeting: Arrive early and pay attention 

to details such as: signs, that there are enough 

tables and chairs, badges for presenters, that 

audio-visual equipment and microphones are 

working properly, that refreshments are ready, 

and sufficient copies of the programme and back-

ground papers are available. In addition, ensure 

that you have some means of recording names and 

organisations on the way in, and their views on the 

way out.

Advantages:

• The face-to-face presentation format allows you 

to obtain immediate feedback on the ideas pre-

sented.

• A public hearing can also encourage a group 

discussion among a number of different interest 

groups.

• You can keep a relatively large number of people 

informed of the next steps and of any final decision 

about a project and provide personal feedback on 

how comments have been taken into account.

Constraints:

• A public hearing is not a good forum for building 

consensus among groups or for arriving at a deci-

sion.

• Questions from the floor and a follow-up discus-

sion may be dominated by particular individuals/

groups limiting time for other people and perhaps 

shifting the discussion from the meeting’s major 

purpose.

• The meeting may lead to a confrontation between 

a particular group and the authorities staff, or 

between different community groups. 

• A hearing may capture a diversity of views, but 

is not an opportunity to develop any consensus 

among the stakeholders.

Problem-solving techniques 

Advisory and working groups

Working Groups or Representative Committees are 

groups of representatives from a particular commu-

nity or interest group. They could be appointed by the 

authority or could be self-selected. A working group 

may be formed for a very specific task (for example, 

to comment on the draft plan of a project) and have a 

relatively short life span. 

Their role is to provide comments and advice, either 

because they are seen as entirely representative of 

interest groups, or because they are focused on a 

specific issue or topic.

The main steps in establishing such committees are:

Identify clear and realistic goals regarding what the 

committee is intended to achieve and how their views 

will be taken into account. Avoid creating unrealistic 

expectations.

If the members are to be self-selected, decide how this 

should work. Either invite relevant community groups 

and agencies to select their own representatives, or 

ask them to nominate potential members who you 

can then select from to represent a broad spectrum of 

community interests/knowledge.

Organise regular meetings of the committee with 

your own staff to provide ongoing input and advice 

throughout the project.

Advantages:

• A working group/committee may be useful in orga-

nising and co-ordinating the involvement and input 

of a wide range of interested parties regarding 

either very local, or wider issues.

• Committees may be especially useful for develop-

ing an action plan in an area that involves complex 
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issues that touch upon many different parts of the 

community.

• Committees allow for regular and frequent contact 

between the community and the investor, provid-

ing opportunities for sharing information, explor-

ing alternative strategies, negotiating solutions and 

building a consensus.

Constraints:

• The selection of participants who represent a broad 

range of views and are willing to work together is 

the major difficulty in setting up committees. Be 

aware of the potential for conflict within the com-

mittee.

• Committees require constant involvement and 

guidance from the investor to focus on the key 

objectives. Consider that members’ comments to 

the media may not coincide with your own policy 

and statements.

Brainstorming

Brainstorming is a problem-solving session designed 

to increase a group’s creativity and quickly generate 

a large number of ideas or alternatives. The ideas are 

then recorded on a flip chart or blackboard and not 

evaluated until everyone is completely out of ideas. 

The selection of the participants and the facilitator is 

crucial. The facilitator must show leadership without 

imposing his or her own views and should be equally 

sensitive to the contributions of each participant. Par-

ticipants should have relevant knowledge and experi-

ence, but it may be useful to have a facilitator who is 

not closely involved in the project and will be able to 

bring a new perspective to the group.

Advantages:
• Brainstorming helps groups ”break out” of the 

obvious, identify a long list of potential solutions to 

be analysed, and push for more creative solutions 

and innovative approaches. While it is not neces-

sarily a forum for making decisions, it can provide 

insights that can be used in future activities. 

• Brainstorming provides a psychologically safe 

climate in which people feel free to participate 

without fear of being judged.

Constraints:

• The selection of participants is very important for 

ensuring that a range of views and organisations 

are included, and that everyone has a common 

purpose for the session and will not use it for mak-

ing speeches.

• The participants need to feel comfortable with the 

approach.

• Brainstorming generates so many solutions that it 

is hard to evaluate them all afterward.

Simulation games

Simulation games are designed to allow people to 

simulate the effects of making particular policy choic-

es and decisions. They also serve as a tool to 
learn more about the impact of decisions and 
the interactions between various features of an 
environmental and economic system within that 
process. Simulation games provide an opportu-
nity for people to try out their positions and see 
what the consequences would be and how other 
groups react to them. 

Advantages:
• Simulation games can provide the public with 

information about the consequences of various 

policy positions or decisions and illustrate the 

complexity and the amount of information needed 

to make certain decisions.

• Simulation games can provide the public with an 

understanding of the dynamics of an economic or 

environmental system.

Constraints:
• The more the game resembles reality, the more 

lengthy and complex it becomes. In particular, 

the staff time required for developing tailor-made 

materials for an effective simulation game will be 

considerable and very technical. You may consider 

purchasing a game that is already on the market, 

but this is likely to have little to do with the actual 

situation and the choices to be made.

• Although simulation games can be effective educa-

tional tools, they do not provide opportunities for 

the public to provide specific comments on study 

issues. Simulation games can be used to educate 

an advisory group or leadership group, but must 

be used in conjunction with other public participa-

tion techniques.

• A number of computer-based simulation games 

that are being marketed are confusing and overly 

technical.

Consensus building process 
Negotiation

Negotiation is a voluntary process in which all parties 

in a conflict agree to sit down and try to resolve their 

differences. Parties agree on the procedures they 

will use, educate each other about their respective 

interests, generate alternatives and evaluate accept-

able options. If successful, negotiations result in an 

agreement that all parties are willing to live with. This 

typically depends on the skill and expertise of the par-

ties involved. 

The key principles of a negotiation process are 
that:
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Decisions are made by consensus.

Representatives are appointed with the understand-

ing that the organisations they represent will have the 

opportunity to approve or disapprove any agreements 

that are reached.

Sometimes it is necessary to appoint a neutral facilita-

tor, someone who is skilled in facilitation, but who is 

not an interested party in the negotiations. This may 

be an individual, a regulatory body or another indepen-

dent organisation. The facilitator not only structures 

the discussions, but often serves as a focus for nego-

tiations among the parties. 

Facilitation is possible only when the various interests 

in a conflict believe they can arrive at a solution that all 

parties can accept.

Advantages:
• Negotiations can very well be used in the envi-

ronmental area to resolve differences over local 

projects.

• This approach places the responsibility on all par-

ties to find a solution that they can all live with.

• Agreements reached through negotiation are more 

likely to be workable and implemented.

• Facilitation can result in an agreement that is sup-

ported by all parties to a conflict.

• A good facilitator may be able to clarify the posi-

tions of the groups to each other, removing stereo-

types and identifying common features.

• Facilitation can lead to a quick resolution of issues 

that might otherwise be dragged out through litiga-

tion or other political measures.

Constraints:
• Interested parties must be willing and able to act in 

good faith.

• Negotiation assisted by a facilitator is an entirely 

voluntary process, so it will work only when all 

parties are willing to negotiate.

• Reaching a negotiated agreement may be a lengthy 

and drawn-out process and will not be appropriate 

when time is limited.

• The facilitator has very limited power in the situa-

tion and can only broker an agreement if the sides 

are convinced that they can win more by negotia-

tion that by continuing confrontation.

A brief Outline

The EU Project, Environmental Information, Education and Public Awareness, was implemented in Armenia, 

Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine. The overall aim of the project was to improve the quality of 

environmental protection and environmental decisions by incorporating public interests. It provides assistance to 

public officials, NGOs, the media and other sectors of civil society to continue to implement the Aarhus Conven-

tion. 

The project was funded by the EuropeAid Programme of the European Union and implemented by Royal Haskon-

ing from the Netherlands in partnership with the Regional Environmental Center for Central and Eastern Europe 

(based in Hungary). 

The project was implemented in each country by National Teams, in partnership with a Regional Team and the 

Project Partners, the Aarhus Convention Focal Points. The National Teams included a Team Leader, a Team Trainer 

and up to eight Team Members from the main stakeholders for the project, the Environment Ministries, NGOs, 

local and Regional government, the media, academia and other relevant people. 

The project was implemented from June 2002 to December 2004.

Project outcomes include:

• An Overview on progress towards the implementation of the Aarhus Convention.

• National Teams of environmental stakeholders (including journalists) trained to provide training for officials, 

NGOs, the media, and the public.

• Comprehensive and interactive Aarhus Convention Regional User Guides – one for officials at national 

and local level, and one for civil society, including NGOs, the public, and media. The User Guides include infor-

mation, step-by-step procedures, best practice and case studies. They can be used as a resource for officials, 

individuals and organisations in all EECCA countries.  The User Guides will be in Russian and English.

• Comprehensive and interactive Aarhus Convention National User Guides – one for officials and one for 

civil society. These User Guides address the specific conditions in each country. And are available in the local 

language and Russian.

• Increased knowledge and skills for more than 195 local officials, 193 national officials and 210 members of 

civil society following six training seminars in each country.

• Enhanced implementation of the Aarhus Convention at national level and in one region/oblast following the 

development of tools for the implementation of the Aarhus Convention in a national pilot project and a local 

pilot project in each country.

• A Booklet of Good Practice based on the pilot projects.

• Increased media coverage of Aarhus Convention issues though the work of journalists on the National 

Teams.
